Ojima’s Principles:

I. Recognize that bioenergy can be an important strategy to mitigate climate change and meet the energy needs of the United States

II. Many of the decisions related to the production of bioenergy will be determined by socio-economic-political factors; however, the potential for negative environmental impacts of these decisions also need to be considered

III. Given recognition of the above statements, the participants of the Biofuels workshop, highlight a number of important ecological and environmental considerations to be included in the implementation of bioenergy production
